Minimum GPA of 3.0 or higher.

Minimum of C or higher in all prerequisite courses (C- does not meet the requirements)
Non-native speakers of English must provide proof of English proficiency.

*Meeting the minimum GPA expectations and completion of prerequisites does not guarantee an offer of
admission as each application is reviewed individually and holistically.

Special Notes

Students may only apply as a transfer student to Michigan Engineering up to three times.

***Prerequisite met through completion of a directly equivalent course for EECS 183 OR ENGR 101; only one is
required. Beginning Fall 2024, the College of Engineering will accept departmental credit for ENGR 101 if no other
directly transferable coursework is available at the student’s current institution. This does not apply to other
prerequisite coursework.
